Albert Einstein was once quoted as saying, “Only a life lived for others is a life
worthwhile.” He also said that “A person starts to live when he can live outside
himself.” I find it interesting that such statements came from Albert Einstein, in
part because it is not uncommon for people to see their own achievements as being
the measure of their life. But Albert Einstein must have realized that achievements
mean little if it is done only for oneself. Our lives are meant to have a much
broader picture.

Those statements from Albert Einstein brings to my mind the Christmas classic,
‘A Christmas Carol’ by Charles Dickens. I guess in part because I think it is safe to
say that every December it is aired numerous times on TV, there is no escaping it.
But anyways, in one of the play versions of this story, the ghost of Jacob Marley
appears to Ebeneezer Scrooge and warns him that if he doesn’t change his ways

then he will experience the same suffering fate that Jacob himself is experiencing;
Ebeneezer is taken aback and doesn’t understand why this suffering would be so and says to Jacob Marley,
“But you were a good business man”, to which Jacob Matley replies: “Humanity was supposed to be my
business.”

And so the thing we have to remember is this: We can’t live lives where we become consumed with
ourselves. We have a purpose to our existence, and without other people and without God, our existence
becomes meaningless, hopeless, and without joy. The reason is because we were created out of love and for
love.

From
October through December, we held a $500 raffle that awarded
two Brother Knights $500/each for sponsoring a new Brother
Knight. We have given polo shirts to District Deputies for
achieving 50% of their goals by January 1st. We will be formally
recognizing all Councils, Districts, Sponsor-Ambassadors, and
Field Agents that have achieved 50% or greater of their growth
goals at the February 2022 State Tribute Banquet.

January and the third quarter of our fraternal year brings new
incentives for membership growth. From January 1st through
March 31st we will continue our Sponsorship Incentive Raffle.
Each Brother Knight that sponsors a new member will be
entered to win ONE of TWO $500 cash prizes. At the end of
each month, if we exceed our monthly goals, those sponsors
from that month will be eligible to win a $100 Bonus Raffle.
Again, this is for new member sponsors only and sponsoring a new
member is the only way you can enter and win.

Happy New Year!

I hope this article finds that your Christmas was one that brought many joyful
memorties to you and your family.
As we start 2022 it brings with it a time of reflection on 2021. Even with COVID

Knights in the great State of Michigan truly “Left No Neighbor Behind”. Here is just

a small recap of what we did:

1. Coats for Kids: The Michigan State Council on your behalf purchased 350
cases of coats equaling 4,200 coats we distributed to the children of Michigan.
The State Council spent $81,148.80, the Supreme Council paid for half of these
coats, so the State cost was $40,574.40! Thank you, Supreme Council, for this
match! We have requested funds from Councils and individuals to help defray
these costs we have received $23,674.11 as of December 1st. We are still
accepting contributions. Throughout the state we have purchased 653 cases of
coats for a total of 7,836 coats donated through Knights Gear. This does not
count the coats Council purchased through other channels or donated through
drives at our parishes! We also received a bonus of 300 adult sized coats from

Supreme for distribution.

2. Ultrasound Initiative & Baby Blankets: As of this writing we have dedicated 6
Ultrasound Machines since July 1st. Ed & Lynn Strach have shipped 440 Baby
Blankets in the new initiative started this year! Please see Ed’s article for more

details of the life programs!

3. Out MI Drive is the largest Council based fundraiset, and as of 12/1 we have
received for deposit this fraternal year of $558,216.32. This includes some
funds turned in after the end of the last fraternal year. I want to thank George
Stump for his tireless efforts to make sure every penny that is collected goes to
those with intellectual disabilities. George puts his heart and soul into the MI

Drive Program.

As we start 2022 it is a time to plan, promote, execute & evaluate programs after
please make sure to submit the 10784 form. Many of you remember the old Special
Olympics forms were due on 1/31 every year for our chance to win $12,000 to
donate to Special Olympics of Michigan from Supreme! With the old form retired,
we must submit everything on the 10784 under Special Olympics. This includes our
MI Drive events. If you are not sure how to do this, please ask your District Deputy
or Diocesan Program Director to assist you. They will be happy to help.

As of December 1st, the Knights of Michigan have submitted over 1,200 as of
12/1. If you have been submitting your forms we appreciate your dedication, if you
have not, please assign someone at your council to complete this form after each of
your council events.

With these funds, they were able to conduct their
own distribution event on very short notice. Thanks DD Raymond Bilyk,
knights of council #3956 and the volunteers that worked so hatd on this great
program.

Casey the Teddy Bear stuffed animals are in stock and available for councils
to purchase. The cost remains at $120 per case of 12, and I can quickly get
them to you. Simply send me an order form and payment and your council
will receive these teddy bears that are a great way to promote our order.
Councils use them in a variety of ways such as baptism gifts, supplying them to
first responders, distributing them at hospitals, etc. Families appreciate these
simple acts of kindness and they leave a lasting impression on recipients.

Please fill out the Knight of the Month/Year form and submit them. Sutely
your council has a deserving brother knight that devotes his time and talents to
your parish and community.

On April 1, 1921 a meeting was held by officers from neighboring
Knights of Columbus councils in Marine City and Port Huron
Michigan. On April 3, 1921, the 3 degrees of Charity, Fraternity,
and Unity were performed in St Mary’s Catholic School initiating
57 new Knights. These Knights along with 100 transfers from
neighboring councils became the charter members of the Saint
Clair Knights of Columbus Council 2251 as they received their
charter that same day. Council 2251 rented space in the Milligan
Building to hold their meetings and council activities. In May of
1924 their first hall was purchased across the street from the
Milligan Building, Over the years they moved to a second hall and
then finally to their current location. Known solely as Saint Clair
Council 2251 until February 16,1969 when they received one of its
highest honors of being the first Knights of Columbus Council to
name themselves after a living person. The rules of the order at
that time were to never name a council after a living person. The
council leaders went to work petitioning the Supreme Office in
New Haven, CT to adopt rule changes. After some long
discussions and several meetings they succeeded in the rule change
and charter member Monsignor Edward Kromenaker became the
first living person to have his name placed on a Knights of
Columbus Council. As of that day we have been known as
Monsignor Edward Kromenaker Council 2251

Since the council received its charter, there have been 50 Grand
Knights, and to the amazement of our Worthy State Treasure
Barry Borsenik there has only been 3 repeat Grand Knights. As we
commemorate the 100t Anniversary of this Council, we
acknowledge the founders of this council as well as the past leaders
and membership, many who have gone on to fill leadership roles at
the district and state level. Their determination and commitment
established a council that would withstand the challenges of time.
Our awards and achievements over the years are numerous but
these awards are meaningless in comparison to the compassion and
empathy or council shows towards their fellow man. Throughout
our 100 years as a fraternal organization, we’ve spent countless
hours serving the church, assisting the less fortunate of our
community and supporting our brother Knights.

During our preparations for the anniversary celebration we
discovered a few things about our brother knights. We placed
names and dates on all of our past Grand Knight pictures, and our
Financial Secretary discovered that our 5t Grand Knight was his
Great Uncle. While reading our charter he also noticed his
grandfather was a charter member. We have generations of families
that are and have been members with both fathers and sons being
council officers in their perspective age periods or in some cases at
the same time. We also found a hand written letter underneath one
of our trophies that was like a time capsule. The letter summarized
the process of getting the charter, initial number of members, the
renaming of the council, and pertinent dates to create a time line
of events.

On October 9, 2021 we celebrated our 100t anniversary not with
just our brother Knights and families but with the community that
we support and have supported us also. After a nice meal we were
honored with proclamations from our Mayor, County Board of
Commissioners, the State Of Michigan, and standing in for our
State Deputy Walter Winkle Jr. was our State Treasurer Barry
Borsenik to present us with our 100t Anniversary plaque and a
letter of gratitude from our Supreme Knight. As the current Grand
Knight, I was honored to be a part of this celebration; I am
humbled at the fact that I too will be a part of the history of this
council’s leadership. Our work is not done and in these struggling
times we work harder towards our goals being faithful catholic
gentleman, supporting our families, our community, and the
precious life of all God’s people. I look forward to helping lead the
Monsignor Edward Kromenaker Council 2251 into the next 100
years and with the support of our current officers and members I
am confident that our missions of Faith, Life, Family and
Community will succeed.

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Posen heroes in the right place, at the right time

One never knows when we will be placed in the right place at the
right time to possibly save a life or two, or even more. For Jim Haske
of Rogers City, it’s crystal clear.

He was getting off of work Sept. 28 at about 10 p.m. when the
building across the street became fully involved in flames. On each
side of the building were homes in close proximity. Haske got them
all up and out.

Since the fire, customer after customer, has been hailing the longtime
employee of the Blarney Castle, BP gas station as a hero, and
deservedly so.

John Rasmussen and his family were in the south house and know it
was much too close.

“I’'m glad everyone is safe,” said Rasmussen. The family of five was
sound asleep as the building next door was going up in flames.

“I’m usually in bed at nine or a little earlier,” said Rasmussen, who is
the manager of the gas station where he and Haske work. There
were four people in the north house.

“Jim got us out at 9:55 p.m.,” said Rasmussen. Patron Wyatt Romel
was the last customer of the day and saw the flames coming from the
roof.

“It was just before closing and I was just getting stuff wrapped up
and he said ‘that building across the street is on fire,” ” said Haske.
Romel said he would call 911.

“You do that and I will get everyone out of the houses,” said
Haske. “I pounded and pounded and pounded on John’s door for
what seemed to be 10 minutes. I was thinking, am I going to have to
break the window. That last time, I heard a dog bark. I said, ‘yes, that

is going to wake them up.” ” John and his wife Sheila took a quick
look over and got everyone and their pets out, as Haske ran over to
the Roznowski house on the other side.

“They were still awake,” said Haske. “I pounded on their door and
Dave Roznowski says, ‘what’s going on.” I said ‘your garage is on fire,
get everyone out now’ He said, ‘it’s just my wood stove.” ” After a
firsthand glance, he saw it was something much more.

“After they got out, there was the first explosion, the small one,”
said Haske.

An off-duty fire fighter from Detroit heard it on the radio, grabbed
Rasmussen’s keys and moved their vehicle from the driveway between
the house and the burning structure or it would have been destroyed.

“That’s when the big explosion occurred,” said Haske. “There were
fuel tanks in there. He had tanks for his bump-and-run cars. It went
up fast.”

Many, many years ago, it was Johnny’s Service, selling Sunoco gas.
It was owned by John and Martha Misiak, who lived in the adjacent
house. The building was renovated in 1964 and a shell of that
building was standing earlier in the day of Sept. 28 and now is in
rubble.

“I cannot express the importance of Wyatt’s role in all of this,”
said Haske. “I would have noticed it, but it could have been another
five or six minutes. Another five or six minutes, and it could have had
another outcome.”

Haske said, “I just thank God that he had me here and he had
Wyatt come. Had the store been closed, maybe they would not have
made it out.

“Once they were safe and I came back in here (the gas station) 1
did take a take deep breath and thought to myself, everyone is alright.
I said a prayer, thank God, He had me in the right place at the right
time. It was divine intervention.”

The damage to Rasmussen’s home is more significant with siding
melted on the north side, along with damage to his roof. It will all
have to be replaced.

“There was smoke damage,” said Rasmussen. Part of the roof of
the garage landed on the roof of his vehicle and bubbled the top.
“When glass busted, it hit the car,” he said.

Posen Area Fire & Rescue suspect the cause to be electrical and it
will be listed as accidental.
